Zada @rant sald she was born in St Elizabeth. Her mother
met the father Y , Richards , while he was working on a
cargoe boat pl¥ing between Kingston and New York. He already
had a legal wife in New York. Richards mother came to St.
Elizabeth from Warsop on a horseback and brought Zada(Grant)
Richard's back to 1live with her. The grandparents ovmed about
two acres of land and a grass house a few yards from where tige
present house stands. Zada @rant continued living with her
grandparents but paild frequent visits to her mother in St
Elizabeth.
When the I9I4 war came she went to Kingston and
got a job doing nursing and domestic work. From time to time
she would see her father and she received parcela and letters
and even an offer of adoption from his wife in New Yoriz .
While she was in Kingston she met af boy she had
known at school, 7 Dixon. He was in the army and was
walting to be sent to the war front overseas. When she found
she was expecting a baby,Dixon had already left the country
30 she left Kingston and came back to her @randparents in
Warsop. She says she was about 25 wvhen this first child,
Raglan Dixon was born. She sent word to Dixon about the
child and he sent money from abroad for it's sapport, reg-
ularly. Then Dixons mother wrote to her son and told him
all kin' a lies because 'er couldna' bear fe 'im gle' money
any other woman 'xep her." Dixon then stopped sending money.
PH¢ BXAféd . Soon after she returned to Warsop her
Grandfather dled and her Grandmother also bacame 111 , She
had too much to do to look after the cultivation , her
grandmother and her child with no one to help her so it was
around thi8 time that she became friendly with KABXLAAL
ME/€L Augustus Mc Clean. . He was her neighbour; he was
living on about half an acre of adjoining land that had
originally belonged to Zada's grandparents and which he
had bought from them . He had a wife and five children.
Zada Grant sald he was very useful to her . He gave her a
lot of help with ¥ her cultivation and took no money for
hls services. He sometimes even gave her small sums of money.
fl1s wife , Vrs,Mary McClean who still lives on the ad joining
land says about this period. " Zada Grant look such a
nice girl, The way she frien' me up and act neighbourly I
never could suspec”' she carryin'on wi me husban'. When my
frien' told me that Zada Grant was in a family way fe my Hﬁsﬁ,
husban' me told her it not the truth. When I question my
husban on it ,firs' he say it wemn' a word a truth ; then wha
I worry him him Sayeven 1f it were so , me have no right fexﬁ
mind." Zada Grantd child by Austus MeClean was born a month
after Mrs. Mary Mc.Clean's sixth child. From thisfime Augustis
Me. Clean seems to have divided his time between Zada Grant
and his wife, although he never actually went to live in Zads
Grants house. However, he sapported their child, Daphne
Rlchards and continued to help Zada Grant with her cultivatim
and in the other jobs connected with the house.
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During this period when he was still intimately connected
with Zada Grant his wife also had two more chlldren by
him. However according to Mrs. McClean she quarreled
with Zada Grant and her husband to try to get him to
lead a2 decent 1life again and not belng successful in
parting him altogether from association with Zada Hrant
askedd him td leave lier 'where he did marry her an' glve
hHer her chidren',an not trouble her again' Augustus
McClean did leave the house but he did not go to live wlith
Zada Grant. He went to his father's place in Wison Valley,
I asked Zada Grant why they dld not start to live together
at this time and she explained that "I din' love him again
an' he too poor fe keep himself after that to help me an
me pilckneys. Tkls assoclation had lasted about two years.
About ths time Zada Grant went to see her mother who
was 111 in St. Blizabeth. It was here that she met Thomas.
When she had his child, Icilda Thomas, he gave her somes
money and gave no trouble about supporting the child for #¢
several years. About two years after the birth of Icilda
Thomas , Zada (@rant) met Grant. He was from Manchester.
He came to live with her in her house. Thekr first child
wasAlma Grant; then followed Bacllia Grant. The latter was
named by Zada Grant's Father--"him have a place in Bocas
Delture what him picked up in his travels an' that how
he foun' such a Spanish sounding name. " Then were born
Mabel , Valerle and Veronica Grant. The Grants were legally
married after the birth gfof Bacilia. There was some attemr
to make plans to send the two eldest children, Raglan and
Icilda to live with thelr @randfather 1n Amerlca but these
plans fell through when he dled in New York. :

Grant died about I938. Since then Zada Grant has
one more child the father being Arthur Murray.He glves no
money towards the support of the child (now 6 years o0ld).
The assoclation with Murray appears to have been very
short, and Zada Grant seemed very.angry when she explained
that he had promised her a lot before the boy was born
and had 1n actual fact , glven her nothing. She sald that
any time she took up with a man in the future she would
make sure she got mare out of it than the pickney.

Up til1ll 5 years ago the Grants had lived in the grass

house which Zada Grant's grandparents had built. Five

years ago the house in which they now live was started-

it 1s stlll only half finished. The house has a shingle
roof; Zada Grant says she had to pay I0/=- a hundred for the
shingles and although the roof is not completely covered
yet she has already spent over £6 on it. The house will
finally consist of three rooms but as yet only one room

is finlshed; the other two have only the framework up .
Zada Grant says she cannot go any further with work on

the house because the materials are tbo expensive. She hadt
to pay 44d each for the small wooden slets for the walls;
6d each for the larger slats and I/3 each for the the
wooden postswhich hold up the roof. Boards cost her £3 a
hundred. She has to pay 6/- a day to the workmen.She says
the house has cost between Y@ £I0 and £I5 so far. She

can only call the men in to do more work from time to time
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vhen she gets some unexpected money. The only furniture
was a rough table which her son had made fer her for
nothing. He has also promised to make her a bed but

thi must wait tillthe house 1s completed since there are
ten people sleeping in the one finished room and thereis
no space for anything more than a few boxes.Theredld

not appear to be a separate kitchen. A little cooking
was being done in the unfinished hall.

She
does not grow sufficient of anything to sell to the market.
Of lovestock she posesses on plg which she hopes to sell g@
soon for about a pound, and 4 chickens. she sald she had

"I chickens but the were all killed by momgoose.

Her son Raglan Dixon (living on new road ) does not support
her but 1f she 1s 111 or worse off than usual he will

glve her a 1little money. At one time she received an
allowance from the govermment for some of the children but
an inspector came and took away the card because her son
was working in Amerlca and they thought it was his duty

ti help supprt her. She told me that since he had a wife

to keep , this was not possible but her pride prevented

her from going and asking them to glve her the card back.
